2020 Vintage Recap: Harvest began for us on August 18th, one day after the start of the LNU
fire in Fairfield. We finished the whites on September 1st and were thankful that the altitude of
this vineyard helped in preventing any effects of smoke on the fruit. All subsequent harvesting in
the Napa and Sonoma appellations was not done and like many vintners, the choice was made
to not produce wine. Our Syrah from Paso Robles was harvested on September 21st and while

only a 75-case production, we are very happy with the quality.

2022 Harvest Recap: The new normal in California with temperature swings in both
directions. Frost hit some of the vineyards in spring, followed by a pretty mild July and then
early September saw extreme heat with temperatures above 100F for over a week. The vines
were pushed and viticulturists were challenged. Overall, the wines are tasting fairly balanced
and the vines in most sites responded well after that one week of extreme heat. Thankfully, napa

terroirs are showing their pedigree.

This year’s members event to be held at the winery is scheduled for August 12, 2023.
We will have our customary food truck on hand and for this event, we have decided to
embrace our 27-year history and exclusively pour library wines. We are fortunate to have a
healthy inventory of back vintages to share. We look forward to welcoming all of our Melka
